SLUM SCHOOL

The Slum school has been progressing well and now the children are having a break before the new school term starts.
Sona and the teachers are having a well deserved rest. We have had lot of interest from low socio-economic families as
they see the value in good Biblical principles that are taught by the teachers apart from their normal subjects. We have
also been able to bless the children with clothes during winter bought from the monetary gifts sent by friends like you.

We have seen and witnessed lives of the families changed through these little children. Rather than going out and picking
rubbish at a very young age (5 or 6 years), these children come to the school for free education. Their parents would
never have had a chance to go to school or would never have thought of sending their children to the school due to the
cost involved of tuition fee, school uniform, books, bags, food. But this is all covered for these children by the generous
financial help of partners like you.

Subodh and Sakshi also plan to hold Vacation Bible School during the summer holidays in June/July of this year.
